I.  Procedural Background 

On April 20, 2020, Duquesne Light Company (“Duquesne” or “the Company”) filed a 

Petition for Approval of its Default Service Programs for the period commencing June 1, 2021 

through May 31, 2025. 

On April 28, 2020, the Commission issued a Notice of Prehearing Conference, 

scheduling a pre-hearing conference for 10:00 am on June 12, 2020 before Deputy Chief 

Administrative Law Judge Mark A. Hoyer. 

On April 30, 2020, Judge Hoyer issued a Prehearing Conference Order requiring, in
