Brief Explanation (This will be copied into the description in the Change Control Summary Spreadsheet): 

As the electric market opens up in PA, we feel that it is vital that electric utilities provide marketers with a way to distinguish an accounts usage profile at the time of the historic usage request.  This information is the only way to accurately estimate the cost to serve any account for which there is no interval usage data available.  Without this data we do not have an accurate portrayal of the accounts usage patterns and, therefore, cannot provide a customer with a reliable price quote.
Detail Explanation  (Exactly what change is required? To which EDEWG Standards? Why?): 

In the 867 HU transaction, we request that the REF*LO (Load Profile) segment in the PTD*FG loop be required of all PJM entities in PA.  The requested change would change the details under the “PA Use” box to read “Required for PJM Customers”.  This change applies to electric utilities only.
