Brief Explanation (This will be copied into the description in the Change Control Summary Spreadsheet): 

The current 810 LDC Consolidated Bill (bill-ready) EDEWG standards for both electric and gas require updates with regard to PECO-specific character maximums (length) of the SAC15 segment.   

Detail Explanation  (Exactly what change is required? To which EDEWG Standards? Why?): 

CURRENT LANGUAGE,  pp 64, 75, and 83 of ELECTRIC 810 LDC Cons Bill standard, “PA Use”:  PECO allows 55 characters.
CURRENT LANGUAGE,  pp 35, 43, and 49 of GAS 810 LDC Cons Bill standard, “SAC15 Description”:  PECO allows 65 characters.

NEW LANGUAGE TO REPLACE ABOVE LANGUAGE:  All instances referencing PECO-specific SAC15 maximum length should be modified to 80 characters as of 8/13/2011.  
Reasons for the change include:

1.  The maximum of 55 characters listed in the electric standard is incorrect.  PECO currently allows 810s with SAC15 lengths of up to 65 characters for both electric and gas.  

2.  The electric and gas guides are currently inconsistent, indicating two different SAC15 maximums when in fact only one exists which applies to both electric and gas service types.  (The gas standard correctly indicates 65 characters, unlike the electric standard.)

3.  PECO plans to make a system change to this maximum in August 2011 which will ensure that both its EDI and billing systems support the same maximum SAC15 length.  PECO’s billing system currently supports an 80-character maximum, but PECO’s EDI systems currently only allow 65 characters.  PECO will therefore modify its EDI system to allow the 80-character maximum.
