FREDI Status Update

The last few FREDI calls have had very low participation over the last 6 months. 

The plan is to have monthly FREDI calls after the EDEWG call to discuss the NAESB updates.

FREDI has not completed many of the transaction sets, but is working on completing the work that was started.

NAESB Status Update

Electronic Data Transport 

NAESB decided to take the EDM and split it into multiple parts:

· Data Transport - will have a separate document (Internet Electronic Transport). The GISB the PA EDEWG uses is primarily from this document. This is based on GISB 1.7

· Quadrant Specific Electric Delivery Mechanism - Each Quadrant will have its own version to document Quadrant specific needs.

Note: No one is using version 1.7 at this time. Texas is planning to implement version 1.6 in the next quarter.

AS/2 is no longer a part of the NAESB standard.

Data Dictionary

The CPS (Business subcommittee) team has submitted the first draft of the data dictionary for the invoice and payment transactions to the TEIS (Technical subcommittee) team.

Goal for NAESB TEIS will be to publish code values, X12 standards.

An example, the "transaction reference number" for the EDI 867-810-820 is not in the data dictionary. George has encouraged the FREDI members to start participating in the NAESB group.

What happens if NAESB comes up with a NAESB Implementation Guide in the next 12 months? 

George Behr stated that the invoice and payment transactions are likely to be published in the next 6 months.

Annunciata comments: She agreed with George's comments. Pennsylvania's take is that PA participants should support the development of the national standards and needs to support the Pennsylvania position. At a minimum, Annunciata may request EDEWG to review some of the NAESB documents.
