Meeting Notes:

1.   Duquesne Light modifications to the 867 Historical Usage (HU) 
Chris provided EDEWG with a summary of changes made by Duquesne Light Company to their 867HU transaction.  These changes were due to PJM requirements and went into production on Thursday, November 11, 2004.

a. A new FG (Scheduling Determinants) PTD loop has been added to accommodate Peak Load Contribution (5CP) and Transmission Contribution (1CP).

b. Peak Load Contribution (5CP) will be provided in a QTY segment with a Quantity Qualifier of KC.

c. Transmission Contribution (1CP) will be provided in a QTY segment with a Quantity Qualifier of KZ.

Currently, the 867 HU transaction provided by Duquesne Light includes estimated 2005 Peak Load Contributions (5CP) and Transmission Contributions (1CP).  From January 1,

2005 forward, 867 HU transactions provided by Duquesne Light will contain actual current Peak Load Contributions (5CP) and Transmission Contributions (1CP).

In addition, Duquesne Light made a correction to the overlapping of previous readings’ Service Period End with subsequent readings’ Service Period Start.  This change was specific to the 867HU transaction which now reflects Service Periods sent in the 867MU transaction.

2.  Review of redline 867 Interval Usage (IU) Implementation Guideline
EDEWG discussed Version 4.0.1.D & 4.0.2.D of the 867IU Implementation Guideline.  Version 4.0.1.D was NJ specific whereas 4.0.2.D added clarification to the PA notes section.  Further conversation on Friday morning between Annunciata Marino and Brandon Siegel resulted with a decision to keep the 867IU issue open until supporting clarification regarding current EDC practices can be determined.
3.  Nominations for EDEWG Co-Chair, Utility
Two nominations were received, however one was withdrawn.  The lone nomination was made shortly prior to the EDEWG call.  This nomination was not announced during the call so Annunciata Marino and Brandon Siegel would be given the opportunity to discuss the position with the nominee.  These discussions took place Friday morning.
Sandra Rice from PECO Energy has been nominated as EDEWG Co-Chair, Utility.  Not withstanding any objections or new nominations, EDEWG will confirm Sandra during the next conference call.  If anyone has questions or concerns regarding this nomination, please direct them to both Annunciata Marino and Brandon Siegel.
4.  Status of Internet ET & EDM Report
The report awaits filing with the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission.  Brandon Siegel has committed to have the filing letter complete by mid-next week.

5.  Status of EDEWG Revised Plan
As a result of the Internet ET & EDM Report, a minor change is required in the EDEWG Revised Plan.  Brandon Siegel has committed to have the change complete by mid-next week for distribution to the list serve.  Comment period will commence for subsequent approval of the document during a future EDEWG call.

6.  Status of specific Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission Orders

a. Docket No. M-00041819 (Eligible Customer List) – The question was presented to EDEWG regarding the status of this order.  Annunciata Marino researched and provided the following:  The order was approved during the August 19, 2004 public meeting.  Comments have been received and are being reviewed--no further Commission action at this point.
b. Docket No. L-0004___; M-00041792 (Rulemaking re Electric Distribution Companies' Obligation to Serve Retail Customers at the Conclusion of the Transition Period) – Annunciata provided the following:  The Commission approved the proposed Order and Regulations at Annex A for Review and Comment and publication in the Pa. Bulletin.
