2. Status of PA Default Supply Proceedings
No status was provided during the call.  Annunciata Marino will send follow up status email to the list server.
3. Status of Internet EDI Policy (Internet ET/EDM Report to Commission)
The Commission is in the process of reviewing the EDEWG 2003-2004 Internet ET/EDM Report.  It is expected to be on the agenda during the Commission’s Public Meeting May 19th, 2005.  EDEWG will review the Commission response during the June conference call.
4. Updates to the PAPUC Website
During last month’s call, EDEWG discussed recommendations to the PUC regarding the format and content of the website.  Annunciata Marino spoke with the webmaster and requests EDEWG members submit any change recommendations. 5. Scope of EDEWG
