047 – 814ND:  Discussed, added additional clarification to the detailed explanation, and approved the change.
048 – 568:  Discussed the change.  EDEWG is unable to vote on the change until the PUC rules on Duquesne’s request to waive the 568 transaction.  The request is placed on hold pending the PUC decision

The Change Control Manager will update the change control documents.  Changes 045, 046, and 047 will be forwarded on to the Regional Change Control Manager for incorporation into the next revision of the regional IGs.  All four change control documents will be forwarded to the list server and updated on the PUC web site.
