EDEWG Discussion and Resolution:

After several discussions on this, it was agreed that there would be an interim solution (flat file) and also a new EDI transaction. The new EDI transaction (814ND – 814 Advance notice of intent to drop) is based on the 814 Drop transaction, and will be used by the ESP to inform the LDC, on an advance notification, of the potential of a customer contract termination.

The interim format was approved by EDEWG on 01/04/2001.

The 814ND was approved by EDEWG on 01/11/2001.
