Modify the EDEWG 814 Advance Notice of Intent to Drop to allow for the EDC to notify the EGS of the impending possibility of a customer drop for non-payment.

Detail Explanation  (Exactly what change is required? To which EDEWG Standards? Why?): 

1. Update the General Notes to include…


Notice of Intent to Drop can be sent from the EDC to the EGS to notify the EGS of the impending possibility of a customer termination for non-payment.  At this time this transaction will only be used in this manner by Duquesne Light as part of their Purchase of Receivables program.
2.  Update the Pennsylvania Notes to include…


As of January 2008, this transaction will be sent from the EDC to the EGS in Duquesne Light territory only.



The response 814ND from the EGS to Duquesne Light is optional.

The EDC to EGS 814ND does not supercede the 814 Drop and will be sent 7 days prior to the normal 814 Drop which will only be sent if the account is actually terminated for non-payment.

In the event the EGS does not receive the normal 814 drop after receipt of the 814ND, the customer has not been terminated for non-payment.
