Brief Explanation (This will be copied into the description in the Change Control Summary Spreadsheet): 

PECO discovered an inconsistency between the HU and HIU Implementation Guides (IGs) with regard to including demand (K1) in the Summary loop.  The purpose of this change control is to request that the HIU IG be updated to allow the optional placement of peak demand for a given period in the SU loop, which would allow the IG to remain consistent with both the HU IG and PECO’s implementation of the HIU transaction.
Detail Explanation  (Exactly what change is required? To which EDEWG Standards? Why?): 

-- The current HIU IG indicates in the PTD*SU loop notes that “demand is never reported in the PTD*SU loop”.

-- The current HU IG contains no such note in fact includes “K1” as a valid unit of measure within the PTD*SU loop.  The examples provided in the IG also contain K1 in the SU loop.

PECO’s current HIU transaction is populating K1 in the SU loop with the highest (peak) demand experienced on the account over the summarized billing period.  Based on the current HIU standard, this would appear to be out of compliance.  However, if the HIU is intended to mirror the HU, then PECO believes that the HIU standard should be modified for consistency as noted in the “Brief Explanation” above.  (As background, during the fall of 2010, PECO had provided the sample X12 to suppliers which included the K1 in the SU loop.  PECO to date has not received any feedback indicating that this was incorrect or unexpected.)

PECO requests EDEWG approval on the above change being reflected in the 867 HIU IG.  This would require removing the statements around never placing demand in the PTD*SU loop as well as adding K1 as a valid unit of measure within the PTD*SU loop.
