Re:  Internet EDI Plan at Docket No. M-00960890 F0015


On January 5, 2005, the Electronic Data Exchange Working Group (EDEWG) adopted a report recommending changes to the Commission-approved Internet standard for Electric Choice.  This report was filed with the Commission on March 14, 2005.  By Tentative Order entered May 19, 2005, which was made final by Order entered October 7, 2005, this Commission ordered EDEWG to develop an appropriate Internet protocol transition process for the purpose of migrating to the use of the NAESB
 Internet ET standard, or any other Internet protocol demonstrated to be compatible with the NAESB Internet standard, no later than January 1, 2007.



On April 3, 2006, EDEWG formally filed, by electronic transmission, the enclosed Internet EDI Plan Version 2.0.  As noted in the attached transmittal letter by EDEWG Co-Chair Ms. Sandra Rice of PECO Energy, EDEWG believes that this Plan responds fully to the Commission’s Orders and requests a waiver regarding the requirement for a cost-benefit analysis.  



The Commission grants EDEWG’s request for a waiver of the cost-benefit analysis and hereby accepts the Internet standard changes as presented in this Plan.  We are therefore allowing these changes to go into effect in accordance with the Migration Plan Milestones as noted in the Plan at Appendix A.2.  All Electric Distribution Companies and licensed Electric Generation Suppliers are required to implement the attached Plan and become familiar with our decisions and time schedules as set forth in the two Orders entered May 19, 2005, and October 7, 2005.  However, this notification shall not preclude this Commission from future investigations, and in appropriate cases, ordering other remedies which we deem proper.
