Re:  EDI Report on Electric Choice Billing and Usage


for Month of May, 1999 - DUE DATE JUNE 25, 1999.








To All Electric Generation Suppliers and Electric Distribution Companies:





		At several Electronic Data Exchange Working Group (“EDEWG”) meetings in May, 1999, the members were informed that a report would be required of all of the participants in Electric Choice to determine the status of EDI billing and usage transactions in Pennsylvania.  After the first few months of activity, it is reasonable to assume that the more substantial problems or difficulties have been resolved.  As such, the EDI transactions for the month of May, 1999 should give us a clear indication of the status of the various EGSs and EDCs operations and their respective transactions. 





		Attached is a report form which should be completed by all of the EDCs and the EGSs who are currently providing service in Pennsylvania.  This form is intended only to deal with the billing and usage issues.  It does not cover the matter of the enrollments and the 814 EDI transactions.  The responses should only include totals for transactions associated with service provided during the month of May.  Transactions involving missed bill windows or cancel/rebills from the prior months’ transactions should not be included.  





		Please provide the statistics for your company in the columns indicated.  EDCs are to respond to columns marked (1) and EGSs are to respond to columns marked (2).  For EDCs, the numbers to be provided should be totals and should not be broken down by EGS.  EGSs should provide separate responses for each of the EDC service territories in which they operate.





		Please note that the form provided separates out the EDC consolidated bills for the rate ready and bill ready scenarios.  It also addresses the matter of dual bills in a separate table.  Another important matter which is contained in the tables involves the number of EDC consolidated bills that have been sent to customers in Electric Choice which have not included the suppliers’ charges.  For the dual bill scenario, the EGSs are asked to identify the number of their customers who have not received a bill for the month of May, 1999.











		The information which you provide is intended to give the Commission a clear picture of the status of the billing and usage transactions in Pennsylvania and to assist in the identification of any remaining problems or difficulties regarding these transactions.





		At the bottom of the form is a request for information regarding non-compliant transaction areas.  Please identify those areas of non-compliance and provide the estimated date that you expect to be compliant.  The listing of a date does not serve to relieve any EDC or EGS of their responsibility to meet the dates established for compliance.   





		The forms are DUE back to the Commission NO LATER THAN JUNE 25, 1999.   Forms should be returned to Annunciata Marino, Bureau of Fixed Utilities Services, Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission, P.O. Box 3265, Harrisburg, Pa. 17105-3265.
