· Solution Frame work Document:
Initial discussion revolved around the single biggest question posed by the PECO formulated solution framework doc.  That question being; what exact deliverable(s) are we seeking to formulate in order satisfy the Commission’s March 1, 2014 directive? 

Discussion revolved around three options

Three available paths:
1- Single Use - Single Request: a user based platform with allows for individual account request.
2- Single Use - Multiple Request: a user based platform with a functionality for multiple account requests at once.

3- System-to-System: a dynamic platform capable linking EGS/Authorized 3rd Party IT systems with the web portal system of the EDC

· Consensus 
Upon discussion it was determined that we must only choose one deliverable from these three listed above.  Implementing multiple at the same time would be inefficient and potentially troublesome.
After deliberation the group came to the consensus that the single user – multiple request (SU-MR) framework would be the best path for the March 1, 2014 deliverable.
There was also further discussion on potentially designing the SU-MR to include 12 months of billed data as well as the most recent billable data, up to 48 hours old, for the current billing cycle of the account.  This functionality would, in the WPWG’s view, satisfy the March 1, 2015 deliverable requested by the Commission.

It was agreed that the March 1, 2014 deliverable should be designed as an initial high-level framework that will facilitate further design to meet the directives of the Commission’s Order.  However, the March 1, 2014 deliverable will not be a single solution as apparently intended by the Commission.  

Justification for this deviation will be supplied within the filing.  The WPWG believes the efficiencies and avoidance of complexities realized by this course of action are justified to meet to overall intended goal of the Commission.

The WPWG will now hold bi-weekly calls to design the SU-MR system recommendation.
