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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY





                This Advanced Metering Activities Annual Report (Annual Report) is submitted to the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission (Commission) pursuant to 52 Pa Code (57.253(a)(3) and provides a summary of activities related to advanced metering which occurred during the period October 1, 1998 to October 1, 1999.  The Annual Report was distributed via e-mail to the Metering Working Group for comment.  The comments received were addressed and the document was subsequently finalized as provided herein.


    	     The activities during the October 1, 1998 to October 1, 1999 time period established the foundation for future advanced metering activities in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania under the “Electricity Generation Customer Choice and Competition Act”(Act).  During this period, the structure, processes,  procedures and standards were developed to: (1) facilitate customer selection and deployment of a qualified advanced meter; and (2) facilitate advanced meter services provider certification in Electric Distribution Company (EDC) Service Territories using a competitive advanced metering market.  





	   Significant events which occurred during the year include Commission  approval of: (1) a revised final rulemaking on advanced meter deployment; 


(2) Advanced Meter Standards Report; (3) Reference Manual on Advanced Meter Qualification and Review; Competitive Metering Specifications/Advanced Meter Services Provider Certification (Reference Manual); (4) Listing of “Grandfathered” advanced meters, meter-related devices and/or networks submitted by jurisdictional EDCs; and (5) EDC “Grandfathered” Advanced Meter Tariff Supplement Filings and Advanced Meter Catalog (Catalog)-“Grandfathered” devices.





	    The Advanced Meter Deployment for Electricity Providers Regulations at 52 Pa Code ((57.251 to 57.259, Advanced Meter Standards Report and Reference Manual documents establish the structure, processes, procedures and standards which govern advanced metering activities.  The Catalog lists the “grandfathered” devices eligible for deployment in the respective EDC Service Territories.  As of the date of this Annual Report, there have been no applications for inclusion of additional advanced meters, meter-related devices and/or networks into the Catalog or for advanced meter services provider certification.  The year has been primarily a developmental and transitional period.	











Chronology and Summary of Activities:  October 1, 1998-October 1, 1999 �





	(  Advanced Meter Deployment for Electricity Providers Regulations





	     On October 16, 1998 the Commission approved a revised final rulemaking order on Advanced Meter Deployment for Electricity Providers at Docket No. L-00970128 52 Pa Code ((57.251-57.259.  The final regulations were published in the Pennsylvania Bulletin and became effective on December 26, 1998 at 28 Pa.B. 6302.  The final regulations establish the structure, processes, procedures and standards to facilitate customer selection and deployment of a qualified advanced meter.  





	     These regulations retain advanced metering as a regulated function of the EDC unless the Commission approves a Restructuring Settlement Agreement incorporating provisions to the contrary.  The following EDC Service Territories are using a non-competitive advanced metering market: (1) Citizen’s Electric Company; (2) Duquesne Light Company; (3) Pike County Light and Power; 


(4) Pennsylvania Power Company (PennPower); (5) UGI Utilities (UGI); and 


(6) Wellsboro Electric Company.  The following EDC Service Territories are using a competitive advanced metering market as a result of a Restructuring Settlement Agreement with the Commission: (1) Allegheny Power System; 


(2) GPU; (3) PECO Energy Company (PECO); and (4) PP&L.





	(  Advanced Meter Standards Report





	     On March 31, 1999 the Commission adopted a Final Order at 


Docket No. M-00991219 which approved the Metering Committee Advanced Meter Standards Report required pursuant to 52 Pa Code (57.254 (b).  This Final Order was published in the Pennsylvania Bulletin and became effective on April 17, 1999 at 29 Pa.B. 2112.  The standards supplement the Advanced Meter Deployment for Electricity Providers regulations and seek to maintain accuracy, performance and safety of advanced meter services while simultaneously facilitating technical innovation.





                 This report is divided into five sections: I. Summary of Advanced Meter Standards; II. Table of Tests in ANSI C12.1 and C12.20; III. Certification Testing Requirements; IV. Registration and Centralized Database for Compliant Meter Type; and V. List of Metering Working Group and Metering Committee members.


                 Section I summarizes the various American National Standards Institute (ANSI) Standards, Edison Electric Institute (EEI) Metering Handbook, National Electric Code (NEC)/Local Requirements, and applicable Federal Communications (FCC) Regulations that meters must comply with to be considered for approval as advanced meters in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania.  The section also stresses that products and systems deemed used and useful by the State’s utilities today should be “grandfathered” for use going forward in order to avoid the prospect of premature removal of a product from service. Section II provides a checklist for various tests associated with ANSI C12 compliance.  Section III describes the certification testing requirements that advanced meter products used in Pennsylvania must comply with.  Section IV requires manufacturers to file with the Commission their meter type self-certification document to state compliance with applicable testing requirements.  Section V lists the Metering Working Group and Metering Committee membership.  (See page 8 for updated membership listing)

	On April 1, 1999 the Commission issued a Secretarial Letter approving the Metering Committee Reference Manual at Docket No. M-00991233.  This document summarizes the procedures and requirements related to: 1. Advanced Meter Qualification; and 2. Competitive Metering Specifications and Advanced Meter Services Provider Certification for licensed Electric Generation Suppliers (EGSs) in PECO, GPU, PP&L and Allegheny Power Service Territories.�    





	The Advanced Meter Qualification materials summarize the process established in the Advanced Meter Regulations 52 Pa Code ((57.251-57.259 for advanced meter, meter-related device or network inclusion in the Commission’s  Catalog.  The Competitive Metering Specifications and Advanced Meter Services Provider Certification materials present the competitive metering specifications and advanced meter services provider certification application approved by the Commission in PECO, GPU, PP&L and Allegheny Power Service Territories.





	The Commission Docket Numbers, Entered Dates and Effective Dates for competitive advanced metering services pursuant to the various Restructuring Settlement Agreements and Competitive Metering Specifications are as follows:





	(1) PECO-  Docket No. R-00973953 & P-00971265 Entered July 1, 1998�;


Effective January 1, 1999 for all customer classes with no conditions.  


	


	(2) GPU- Docket No. R-00974008 & R-00974009 Entered 


November 5, 1998;


Effective January 1, 1999 a licensed EGS may provide, finance, own, calibrate and remotely read advanced meters for service to residential customers; An EGS may not install, initially test or maintain advanced meters for residential customers prior to January 1, 2004.  Prior to January 1, 2004 all advanced meters for residential customers must be installed, initially tested and maintained by GPU employees.  The January 1, 2004 requirements do not apply to C&I customers.    





	(3) PP&L-  Docket No. R-00973954 Entered August 28, 1998; 


Effective January 1, 1999 a licensed EGS may provide, finance, own, calibrate and remotely read advanced meters for service to residential customers; An EGS may not install, initially test or maintain advanced meters for residential customers prior to January 1, 2003.  Prior to January 1, 2003 all advanced meters for residential customers must be installed, initially tested and maintained by PP&L employees.  The January 1, 2003 requirements do not apply to C&I customers.  





	(4) Allegheny Power-  Currently working on Competitive Metering Specs.





	(  “Grandfathered” Advanced Meters, Meter-Related Devices & 		      Networks


	     On May 13, 1999, the Commission issued a Secretarial Letter at 


Docket No. M-00991233 which approved the listing of “grandfathered” advanced meters, meter-related devices and/or networks submitted by the jurisdictional EDCs.  In compliance with applicable Reference Manual provisions, the Secretarial Letter also directed the EDCs to prepare and submit to the Commission a Tariff Filing regarding these “grandfathered” devices.  





	(  “Grandfathered Advanced Meter Tariff Supplement Filings & Advanced Meter Catalog





	     On July 16, 1999 the Commission issued a Secretarial Letter at 


Docket No. M-00991233 which approved the EDC “Grandfathered” Advanced Meter Tariff Supplement Filings and Catalog.  These Tariff Supplement Filings: 


(1) add certain clarifying language to existing EDC Electric Service Tariffs and/or Supplier Tariffs addressing “grandfathered” devices and other related areas as deemed necessary by the respective EDCs; and (2) list or reference the “grandfathered” devices contained in Attachment 1 thereto as eligible for deployment in the respective EDC Service Territories upon Commission approval and inclusion in the Catalog.  








OVERVIEW & CONCLUSIONS





	     In retrospect the year October 1, 1998 to October 1, 1999 was a crucial period wherein the fundamental structure, processes, procedures and standards were developed to govern advanced metering in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania under the Act.  The intent of the advanced metering activities was to develop a framework which facilitates customer selection and deployment of a qualified advanced meter as well as certification of licensed EGSs as advanced meter services providers.  





	    To this end, the Commission approved several Orders and/or Secretarial Letters between October 1998 and July 1999 dealing with regulations, standards, procedures, “Grandfathered” devices, EDC Tariff Supplement Filings and the initial Catalog.  The period began with approval of regulations and ended with approval of the EDC Tariff Supplement Filings and Catalog for “Grandfathered” devices.  The underlying structure was therefore not finalized until July 1999.    





	    With this foundation in place, the Commonwealth is prepared to move from a transitional and developmental year to the actual implementation period wherein interested parties will be able to: (1) select a qualified advanced meter from the Catalog for deployment; (2) submit an application for inclusion of a qualified advanced meter, meter-related device and/or network in the Catalog; and 


(3) submit an application as a licensed EGS for certification to perform advanced meter services as defined in applicable EDC Service Territories.  Commission staff included  in the Metering Working Group Membership List will provide ongoing administration and coordination of the various processes and procedures required pursuant to the Advanced Meter Deployment for Electricity Providers Regulations, Advanced Meter Standards Report and Reference Manual. �
