On March 2, 2009, PPL Electric Utilities Corporation (PPL) filed its proposed Request for Proposal (RFP) procedures and standard form Conservation Service Provider (CSP) contract, pursuant to the Commission’s Energy Efficiency and Conservation (EE&C) Program Implementation Order entered January 16, 2009 at Docket No. M-2008-2069887.  The Implementation Order, inter alia, required all Electric Distribution Companies (EDCs) subject to Act 129 to submit, for Commission approval, their proposed RFP procedures for contracting with CSPs to provide consultation, design, administration, management or advisory services regarding all or part of the EDC’s EE&C Plan.

PPL submitted the following for Commission review and approval:
