INTERIM ORDER
Post-Hearing Matters


West Penn Power Company (“West Penn”), d/b/a Allegheny Power,  made its required filing for approval of its Energy Efficiency and Conservation Plan (“EE&C”) pursuant to the requirements of Act 129 of 2008 (Act 129), P.L. 1492, 66 Pa. C.S. § 2806.1 and 2806.2 on July 1, 2009.  On August 19, 2009, the presiding officer convened the parties for an initial hearing in Harrisburg, Pennsylvania, at which the testimonies of thirteen (13) witnesses were taken and/or submitted.  At the conclusion of the hearing, the presiding officer issued a series of directives on the record.  This Interim Order commemorates those directives.  
THEREFORE,



IT IS ORDERED:



1.
That each party shall provide to the presiding officer a list of every filing the party has submitted to the Public Utility Commission in this proceeding.  The list shall include the date filed and the title or name of the document filed.  The list shall be in Word format and must be submitted on or before Monday, August 31, 2009.


2.
That each party shall provide to the presiding officer a list of every witness and the corresponding statement(s) and exhibit(s) sponsored by the party, whether the witness’ testimony was admitted by stipulation or was made available for cross-examination at the hearing.  The list shall include the witness’ name and the title or name of the statement and/or exhibit filed for that witness.  The list shall be in Word format and must be submitted on or before Monday, August 31, 2009.
3.
That all briefs must be filed on or before 4:00 p.m. on Monday, August 31, 2009 if a party wants the brief to be included in the evidentiary record to be certified.  



4.
That all reply briefs must be filed on or before 4:00 p.m. on Thursday, September 10, 2009 if a party wants the reply brief to be included in the evidentiary record to be certified.  Only parties submitting a brief will be permitted to file reply briefs.


5.
That the briefs and reply briefs should use the generic brief outline provided to the parties in the July 30, 2009 prehearing order.  Any section of the outline that is not applicable to the party’s position should be marked as “Not Applicable” or “N/A” in the party’s brief or reply brief.
