Petition to Modify a Prior Commission Order and to Reopen the Evidentiary Record 
TO ALL PARTIES:
On December 17, 2009, West Penn Power Company d/b/a Allegheny Power (Company) filed a Motion to Reopen the Evidentiary Record (Motion) in the above-captioned proceeding.  The Company withdrew the Motion the following day, stating that Administrative Law Judge (ALJ) Mark A. Hoyer determined that requests to reopen the record must be submitted to the Commission because the Commission’s decision in Smart Meter Procurement and Installation, Docket No. M-2009-2092655 (Order entered June 24, 2009) (Implementation Order) anticipated that an Initial Decision would be rendered in this matter on or before January 29, 2010.  

On December 18, 2009, the Company filed the above-captioned document (Petition), seeking to reopen the record to permit the Parties to introduce additional evidence pertaining to specified topics.  The Company requested, inter alia, that the Implementation Order be modified to extend the due date for the Initial Decision in this matter.  
By Secretarial Letter dated December 23, 2009, the Parties were permitted to file Answers to the Petition on or before Monday, January 4, 2010.  Answers were timely filed by the Office of Consumer Advocate, the Office of Small Business Advocate, the Office of Trial Staff and the Association of Community Organizations for Reform Now.
No Party objected to the proposed modification of the Implementation Order to extend the date on which an Initial Decision must be rendered in this matter.  The Parties, however, objected to other relief requested by the Company (including the procedural schedule proposed by the Company).
In consideration of the Petition and the Comments submitted thereon, the Commission hereby waives the Implementation Order’s requirement that an Initial Decision be rendered in this matter on or before January 29, 2010.  The remaining issues in the Petition (including but not limited to the development of an appropriate procedural schedule) are hereby remanded to the ALJ for disposition.
