On February 5, 2010, Duquesne Light Company (Duquesne) filed proposed modifications to its Demand Response Conservation Service Provider (CSP) Request for Proposal (RFP) procedures, pursuant to the Commission’s Energy Efficiency and Conservation (EE&C) Program Implementation Order entered January 16, 2009 at Docket No. M-2008-2069887.  The Implementation Order, inter alia, required all Electric Distribution Companies (EDCs) subject to Act 129 to submit, for Commission approval, their proposed RFP procedures for contracting with CSPs to provide consultation, design, administration, management or advisory services regarding all or part of the EDC’s EE&C Plan.

Duquesne seeks approval to modify the percentage weight factors of criteria used to determine Demand Response RFP results.  Duquesne submits that the proposed Demand Response RFP is identical to its previously approved Energy Efficiency RFP, except for the percentage weight factors.  

Duquesne is hereby advised that the proposed Demand Response RFP procedure is approved as filed.  However, we note that approval of this filing does not constitute a determination that such filing is consistent with the public interest, or that the associated costs or expenses are reasonable or prudent for the purposes of cost recovery.  These issues will be addressed by the Commission in any appropriate cost recovery proceedings.  As well, we note that this approval is limited to the proposed change to the evaluation criteria in Duquesne’s Demand Response CSP RFP Procedures.
