STATEMENT OF CHAIRMAN CAWLEY
We have before us the Comments of PECO Energy Company (PECO) and other market participants regarding our Opinion and Order entered May 6, 2010 in the above-captioned Petition.     
The Order adopted today provides for the implementation by PECO of a standardized, automated data response that can be used by Electric Generation Suppliers (EGSs) to more quickly and accurately provide competitive offers to large commercial and industrial hourly metered accounts.  This Order also provides the means for a more streamlined process for accessing this data.  As things stood, PECO was struggling, even now, to provide timely access to interval account data, especially for customers with multiple accounts.  The Commission is taking these steps to ensure that customers are not frustrated by antiquated and dispersed processes and systems in their push for competitive offers.  Given the current situation, I strongly encourage PECO to take all appropriate steps to implement these changes sooner than the schedule provided for in this Order.  
As a reminder, I fully expect EGSs to continue to meet their regulatory obligations to obtain customer authorization for access to customer account data needed in order to make offers to PECO customers for those accounts with restricted access status.  These authorizations should be retained by licensed EGSs for a minimum of three years.
