On June 10, 2010, EnerNOC, Inc. (EnerNOC) filed a Petition to Intervene and Answers to the Questions in the Commission’s May 11, 2010 Order (Petition) in the above captioned proceeding.  In Paragraph 11 of the Petition, EnerNOC stated that it wished to intervene in this proceeding for the sole purpose of responding to the questions concerning sub-hourly metering presented in the Commission’s Order entered on May 11, 2010 (May 11, 2010 Order).  In Paragraph 12 of the Petition, EnerNOC states that it also wishes to be included in any future stakeholder meetings held by the parties in this case and in future filings that address the issues to which EnerNOC has commented its Petition.  No party has responded to the Petition. 
In the May 11, 2010 Order, the Commission invited interested parties to address the need, ability and cost for sub-hourly metering through the collaborative stakeholder process.  May 11, 2010 Order at 31-32.  Participation in Duquesne’s collaborative stakeholder process is not limited to parties that have intervened in this proceeding.
