TO ALL PARTIES:

By an Opinion and Order entered August 16, 2012 (August 16 Order), the Commission granted, in part, the Joint Petition of Metropolitan Edison Company, Pennsylvania Electric Company, Pennsylvania Power Company and West Penn Power Company (Companies) filed in the above captioned proceedings.  In the August 16 Order, the Commission directed that the Companies, in collaboration with interested electric generation suppliers, consult to arrive at a consensus proposal for the Commission’s approval to resolve several issues not definitively decided by the August 16 Order.  The August 16 Order further provided that such proposal be filed with the Commission within sixty days of the entry of that Order, or October 15, 2012. 

On October 11, 2012, the Companies filed a request that the Commission extend the consultative process for an additional thirty days, or until November 14, 2012, to allow the Parties to attempt to achieve consensus on the deferred issues.  Pursuant to 52 Pa. Code § 1.15, the Commission found that the Companies established good cause for the requested extension of time.  By Secretarial Letter dated October 12, 2012, the Commission extended the period for submission of the results of the collaborative process to November 14, 2012.  

On November 14, 2012, the Companies filed a Revised Default Service Plan Retail Market Enhancements Program (Revised Plan).  On November 20, 2012, the Retail Energy Supply Association (RESA) and Direct Energy Services, LLC (Direct Energy) requested that the Commission establish a comment and reply comment period for the Revised Plan.  The Commission notes that, in the Revised Plan, the Companies acknowledged that the Parties were unable to reach a broad consensus on many of the key issues.  Consequently, the Commission finds that comments from the Parties may assist in the resolution of the outstanding issues and we shall grant the request of RESA and Direct Energy.  Comments on the Revised Plan shall be filed by December 10, 2012.  Replies to any comments shall be filed by December 20, 2012.
