PREHEARING ORDER #2
Consolidating Proceedings


On December 28, 2012, PPL Electric Utilities Corporation (PPL) filed its application with the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission (Commission) for authority to construct transmission lines as part of its Northeast-Pocono Reliability Project.  The Northeast-Pocono Reliability Project consists of several parts.

As part of the Northeast-Pocono Reliability Project, PPL will construct a new 230 kV transmission line, approximately 58 miles in length, through portions of Luzerne, Lackawanna, Monroe, and Wayne Counties.  In addition, PPL will construct two new substations, the North Pocono Substation and the West Pocono Substation, in Covington Township, Lackawanna County and Buck Township, Luzerne County respectively.  These two substations will be connected to the existing 230 kV transmission system by the new 58 mile long 230 kV transmission line. Finally, PPL will construct five new 138/69 kV lines totaling approximately 11.3 miles to connect the new North Pocono and West Pocono Substations to the existing 138/69 kV transmission system.

Also on December 28, 2012, in conjunction with its application for authority to construct transmission lines associated with the Northeast-Pocono Reliability Project, PPL filed petitions, pursuant to 52 Pa. Code §5.41 and 53 P.S. §10619.  These petitions request that the Commission find that the buildings to shelter control equipment at the proposed North Pocono and West Pocono Substations are reasonably necessary for the convenience or welfare of the public and therefore exempt from any local zoning ordinance.  
In Prehearing Order #1, dated January 8, 2013, I consolidated the application and two petitions for the purposes of discovery, litigation and decision.

Also on December 28, 2012, PPL filed thirty-two applications requesting that the Commission make a finding and determination, pursuant to 15 Pa. C.S. §1511(c), that the service to be furnished by PPL through its proposed exercise of eminent domain to acquire portions of the lands of various property owners for the siting and construction of the Northeast-Pocono Reliability Project is necessary or proper for the service, accommodation convenience or safety of the public.  On January 18, 2013, PPL filed five more applications requesting that the Commission make the same finding with regard to the lands of five additional property owners.
Prior to the filing of PPL’s application for authority to construct transmission lines as part of its Northeast-Pocono Reliability Project, PPL Electric was served with a complaint by Secretarial Letter dated December 7, 2011.  The complaint was filed by Joe & Vanessa Caparo at Docket No. C-2011-2276731 (Caparo Complaint).  The Caparo Complaint raises issues related to the siting and route selection of the proposed transmission lines associated with the Northeast-Pocono Reliability Project, including the adverse effect on real estate values, the risk of danger to the health and safety of the public and adverse effect on the aesthetics of the Caparo’s property.  The Caparo Complaint requests that PPL select an alternative route and/or that the proposed transmission line be constructed underground.  The Caparo Complaint seeks, among other relief, monetary compensation for the alleged future loss of property value.
PPL was also served with a complaint by Secretarial Letter dated May 18, 2012.  The complaint was filed by Christopher and Melinda Maros at Docket No. C-2012-2305047 (Maros Complaint).  The Maros Complaint raises issues related to the siting and route selection of the proposed transmission lines associated with the Northeast-Pocono Reliability Project, including the adverse effect on real estate values, the risk of danger to the health and safety of the public, and issues related to eminent domain.  The Maros Complaint requests that PPL select an alternative route.  



On January 25, 2013, PPL filed a motion to consolidate the thirty-seven eminent domain proceedings and two complaints with the application and petitions filed on December 28, 2012.  The motion alleges that the proceedings all involve common questions of law or fact and that it would be more efficient to resolve the issues raised in these proceedings in one consolidated proceeding.  The motion requests that the Commission enter an order consolidating the proceedings for purposes of discovery, litigation and disposition.  


The motion to consolidate is ready for decision.  For the reasons set forth below, I will grant the motion.  

The Commission’s regulations pertaining to consolidation appear at 52 Pa. Code § 5.81, and state in relevant part:

§ 5.81. Consolidation.


(a) The Commission or presiding officer, with or without motion, may order proceedings involving a common question of law or fact to be consolidated. The Commission or presiding officer may make orders concerning the conduct of the proceeding as may avoid unnecessary costs or delay.

Whether to consolidate particular cases is left to the sound discretion of the Commission or the presiding officer.

The Commission or presiding officer have consolidated cases for adjudication; Re: Middletown Taxi Company, 50 PA PUC 263 (1976), for hearing; City of York v. York Telephone and Telegraph Co., 43 Pa PUC 240 (1967), and for briefing; Clepper Farms, Inc. v. Grantham Water Co., 41 Pa PUC 749 (1965), The Commission or presiding officer have refused to consolidate cases for any purpose.  Dopp v. Williamsburg Borough Dept. of Water and Sewer, 59 Pa PUC 25 (1984).

In deciding whether to consolidate certain cases, the Commission or presiding officer must first determine that the proceedings involve a common question of law or fact.  In such cases as Application of Philadelphia Electric Co., 43 PA PUC 781 (1968), Pa Public Utility Comm’n v. Bell Telephone Co. of Pennsylvania, 46 PA PUC 568 (1973) and Pa. Public Utility Comm’n v. Butler Twp. Water Co., 52 PA PUC 442 (1978), as well as those cited above, the Commission has established that considerations in addition to the presence of common questions of law or fact should also be evaluated in ruling on a motion to consolidate.  These other considerations include:

1.
Will the presence of additional issues cloud a determination of the common issues?
2.
Will consolidation result in reduced costs of litigation and decision-making for the parties and the Commission?
3.
Do issues in one proceeding go to the heart of an issue in the other proceeding?

4.
Will consolidation unduly protract the hearing, or produce a disorderly and unwieldy record?
5.
Will different statutory and legal issues be involved?

6.
Does the party with the burden of proof differ in the proceedings?
7.
Will consolidation unduly delay the resolution of one the proceedings?

8.
Will supporting data in both proceedings be repetitive?

No single consideration or group of considerations or the presence of a common question of law or fact is dispositive in determining whether to consolidate proceedings.  Rather, the Commission or presiding officer must evaluate all of these considerations and balance those favoring versus those disfavoring consolidating the proceedings.
After reviewing these considerations, I conclude that consolidating the proceedings here is appropriate.  First, the Commission’s regulation at 52 Pa. Code §57.75 states that proceedings on eminent domain applications for a high voltage transmission line are entitled to be consolidated with the proceeding on the high voltage transmission line’s siting application.  Second, there are common questions of law and fact in these proceedings.  Third, consolidating these proceedings will reduce the costs of litigating the proceedings for the parties and the Commission.  Fourth, consolidating these proceedings will eliminate the need to present the same facts and legal arguments in separate proceedings.  For all of these reasons, consolidating these proceedings for purposes of discovery, litigation and decision is warranted.  I will direct that an abbreviated caption be used for the consolidated proceeding and issue the following order.
THEREFORE,

IT IS ORDERED:
1.
That the above captioned cases are consolidated for purposes of discovery, litigation and decision.

2.
That a prehearing conference is scheduled for Wednesday, March 6, 2013, at 10:00 am. in Hearing Room 3 of the Commonwealth Keystone Building, Harrisburg PA 17120 in this consolidated proceeding.  No testimony or evidence will be taken at this prehearing conference.  The purpose of the prehearing conference is more fully explained in Prehearing Order #1, issued January 8, 2013.

3.
That those individuals and entities planning on participating in the prehearing conference review the regulation pertaining to prehearing conferences, 52 Pa. Code § 5.222.  Please be prepared to discuss possibilities for settlement, scheduling, the amount of hearing time necessary, and electronic service among parties.  In addition, please note subsection (d), which provides, in part:
(d)
Parties and counsel will be expected to attend the conference fully prepared for a useful discussion of all problems involved in the proceeding, both procedural and substantive, and fully authorized to make commitments with respect thereto.  52 Pa. Code § 5.222.  


4.
That if you are an individual, you may either represent yourself or have an attorney licensed to practice law in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania represent you.  However, if you are a partnership, corporation, trust, association, joint venture, other business organization, trust, trustee, legal representative, receiver, agency, governmental entity, municipality or other political subdivision, you must have an attorney licensed to practice law in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania represent you in this proceeding.  Unless you are an attorney, you may not represent someone else.  Attorneys shall comply with the Commission’s appearance requirements.  52 Pa. Code § 1.24(b).  


5.
That a copy of any document filed with the Commission’s Secretary or submitted shall be sent directly to me.  Service on me shall be by hard copy to the following address:  Administrative Law Judge David A. Salapa, Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission, Office of Administrative Law Judge, P.O. Box 3265, Harrisburg PA  17105-3265.  

6.
That parties review the regulations regarding discovery, particularly 52 Pa. Code § 5.331(b) advising that parties shall initiate discovery as early as possible.  The parties shall conduct discovery pursuant to 52 Pa. Code §§5.321-5.373.  I encourage the parties to cooperate and exchange information on an informal basis.  The parties shall cooperate rather than engage in numerous or protracted discovery disagreements that require my participation to resolve.  All motions to compel shall contain a certification by counsel setting forth the specific actions the parties have undertaken to resolve their discovery disputes informally.  If a motion to compel does not contain this certification, I shall contact the parties and direct them to resolve the matter informally and provide the certification if they are unsuccessful.  There are limitations on discovery and sanctions for abuse of the discovery process.  52 Pa. Code §§5.361, 5.371-5.372.
