ORDER TO SHOW CAUSE 
FOR FAILURE TO FILE 
ASSESSMENT REPORT 

BY THE COMMISSION: 

The above-named c a r r i e r , respondent herein, authorized by t h i s 
Commission to furnish transportation service, is required under Sec­
tion 510(b)., to f i l e with the Commission, on or before March 31 of each year, 
a statement under oath showing i t s gross intrastate operating revenues for the 
preceding calendar year. 

As of this date, respondent has f a i l e d to f i l e i t s assessment 
report based upon i t s gross intrastate operating revenues for the 1985 calen­
dar year; THEREFORE, 

IT IS ORDERED: 

1. That the respondent on the docket and folder(s) above, shall 
show cause why Respondent's c e r t i f i c a t e ( s ) or permit(s) should not be can­
celled for f a i l u r e to f i l e an assessment report based upon gross intrastate 
operating revenues for the 1985 calendar year. 

2. That respondent shall have twenty (20) days from the date on 
which thi s order i s served to f i l e with the Secretary of the Pennsylvania Pub­
l i c U t i l i t y Commission, P.O. Box 3265, Harrisburg, PA 17102, an answer, i n 
w r i t i n g , under oath, which, as required by 1 Pa. Code §35.35, either affirms 
or s p e c i f i c a l l y denies the allegations contained in this order. 

3. That in l i e u of an answer to the order, respondent may 
submit i t s assessment report (Assessment Report Form) based upon i t s gross 
intrastate operating revenues for the 1985 calendar year, within t h i r t y (30) 
days hereof, whereupon receipt thereof this matter w i l l be closed. 

4. That i f respondent f a i l s to f i l e an answer or other respon­
sive pleading in timely fashion within the specified twenty (20) days, respon­
dent w i l l be deemed to have admitted a l l the allegations i n accordance with 



the General Rules of Administrative Practice and Procedure, 1 Pa. Code §35.35 
and thereupon, this Commission may, without hearing, enter an appropriate or­
der which either revokes and cancels any Certi f i c a t e or Permit respondent may 
currently possess, or suspends any Certi f i c a t e or Permit respondent may cur­
rently possess, or enter an order imposing a fine or any other appropriate 
penalty or f o r f e i t u r e as authorized by the Public U t i l i t y Code, 66 Pa. 
C.S. §§101., et seq. 

' 5. That i f respondent by i t s answer admits the allegations 
contained herein, i n accordance with 1 Pa. Code §35.35 and 52 Pa. Code §3.122, 
this Commission w i l l enter an appropriate order which either revokes and can­
cels any Ce r t i f i c a t e or Permit respondent may currently possess, or suspends 
any C e r t i f i c a t e or Permit respondent may currently possess, or in l i e u thereof 
imposes a fine or any other appropriate penalty or f o r f e i t u r e as authorized by 
the Public U t i l i t y Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §§101, et seq. 

6. That i f the respondent f i l e s a timely answer which s p e c i f i ­
c a l l y denies the allegations in this order, or which; raises material ques­
tions of law or fact, t h i s matter shall be referred to an Administrative Law 
Judge for hearing and decision. I f , after hearing on the issues raised by 
that answer, the respondent is found to have committed any of the violations 
alleged i n this order, the Administrative Law Judge may render a decision 
which either revokes any c e r t i f i c a t e held by respondent, or which imposes a 
fine or any other appropriate penalty authorized by the Public U t i l i t y Code, 
66 Pa. C.S..§§101, et seq.
