COMPLAINT 

The Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission (Commission) is a duly constituted 
agency of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania empowered to regulate public utilities within 
the Commonwealth. The Commission has delegated its authority to initiate proceedings which 
are prosecutory in nature to the Bureau of Transportation and Safety and other Bureaus with 
enforcement responsibilities. Pursuant to that delegated authority and Section 701 of the Public 
Utility Code, the Bureau of Transportation.and Safety Prosecutory Staff hereby represents as 
follows: 

1. That the principal place of business of HOY TRANSFER, INC., respondent, is 
P.O. BOX 406 , STATE COLLEGE, PA 16801. 

2. That respondent was issued a certificate of public convenience by this 
Commission on May 13, 1958, at Docket No. A-00085095. 

3. That, on August 17; 2005, respondent was sent an initial assessment of 
$2,057.00. Respondent failed to pay this assessment; therefore, a balance was due in the 
amount of $2,057.00. 

4. That respondent has an outstanding assessment of $2,057.00. 

C.S. §510(c). 
5. That respondent failed to file objections to the assessment, pursuant to 66 Pa. 

6. That respondent, by failing to pay the assessment, violated the Public Utility 
Code at 66 Pa. C.S. §510(c). 

WHEREFORE, unless respondent pays the overdue assessment in full within 
twenty days of the date of service of this Complaint, the Bureau of Transportation and Safety 
Prosecutory Staff hereby requests that the Commission issue an Order which (1) cancels the 
Certificate of Public Convenience issued to respondent, (2) requests the Pennsylvania 
Department of Transportation to put an administrative hold on the respondent's motor vehicle 
registrations, (3) notifies the Pennsylvania Department of Revenue that respondent's Certificate of 
Public Convenience has been revoked, (4) notifies respondent's insurance carrier that 
respondent's Certificate of Public Convenience has been revoked and (5) imposes, when 
necessary, an additional fine on the respondent.

NOTICE 

A. You must file an answer within twenty days of the date of service of this 
Complaint. The date of service is the mailing date as indicated at the top of the Secretarial cover 
letter for this Complaint and notice, 52 Pa. Code §1.56(a). The answer shall raise all factual and 
legal arguments that you wish to claim in your defense and must include the reference number of 
this Complaint. Your answer must be verified and the original and three copies sent to:

B. If you fail to answer this Complaint within twenty days, the Bureau 
of Transportation and Safety will request that the Commission issue an Order imposing a penalty. 
Pursuant to 66 Pa. C.S. §3301 (a), the penalty could include a fine of up to $1,000 for each 
violation, the revocation of your Certificate of Public Convenience, or any other remedy as may be 
appropriate. Each day you continue to violate any regulation, direction, requirement, 
determination or order of the Commission is a separate and distinct offense, subject to additional 
penalties. 

C. You may elect not to contest this Complaint by paying your outstanding 
assessment within twenty (20) days. Your certified check or money order for the assessment 
should be payable to the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania and should be forwarded to:

Should the Commission cancel your Certificate of 
Public Convenience, it may also impose an additional fine of up to $1,000. 

E. If you file an answer which contests the Complaint, the matter will be 
assigned to an administrative law judge for hearing and decision. The judge is not bound by the 
penalty set forth in Paragraph B.
