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ORDER
BY THE COMMISSION:

Before the Commission is a Petition of Duquesne Light Company (Duquesne) for Reconsideration/Rehearing of a December 4, 2014 Final Order of the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission (Commission) at this docket.  Duquesne filed its Petition for Reconsideration on December 15, 2014.  Duquesne served its Petition for Reconsideration on the Bureau of Investigation & Enforcement, the Office of Small Business Advocate, the Office of Consumer Advocate, and GreeneHurlocker, PLC.      
Under Section 5505 of the Judicial Code and Rule 1701 of the Pennsylvania Rules of Appellate Procedure, the Commission must act to grant a petition for reconsideration within thirty days of the date of entry of the order for which reconsideration is sought, or otherwise lose jurisdiction to do so if a petition for review is timely filed.  See 42 Pa. C.S. § 5505; see Pa. R.A.P. 1701(b).  Accordingly, in order to retain jurisdiction over this proceeding we must act on this Petition for Reconsideration by January 3, 2015.      

In order to retain jurisdiction over this proceeding, we will grant Duquesne’s Petition for Reconsideration.  Specifically, we will grant reconsideration of the December 4, 2014 order, within the meaning of Pa. R.A.P. Rule 1701(b)(3), pending review of, and consideration on, the merits of Duquesne’s Petition for Reconsideration.

The Commission reminds Duquesne that the Petition for Reconsideration does not act as a supersedeas.  Consequently, Duquesne is expected to comply with all directives set forth in the Final Order entered on December 4, 2014 unless and until the Commission directs otherwise;  THEREFORE,

IT IS ORDERED:  
1.
That the Petition for Reconsideration filed on December 15, 2014 by Duquesne Light Company, is hereby granted, pending further review of, and consideration on, the merits.
