On January 2, 2015, Lyft, Inc. (Lyft) filed a Petition for Partial Reconsideration (Petition), seeking reconsideration of the Commission’s Orders entered December 18, 2014, relative to the above-captioned proceedings.  On January 12, 2015, the Insurance Federation of Pennsylvania and various Joint Protestants each filed an Answer to the Petition.  
On January 29, 2015, Lyft filed a Motion to Strike the Joint Protestants’ Answer to the Petition (Motion).  Pursuant to 52 Pa. Code § 5.103(c), Parties to a proceeding have twenty (20) days from the date of service to file an Answer to a Motion, unless the Commission establishes a different time frame.  In order to provide the other Parties with an opportunity to respond, while facilitating timely Commission consideration of these matters, the Commission is establishing an expedited response time frame.       

Accordingly, the Parties of record in the above-captioned Application proceedings are required to file any Answer to Lyft’s Motion with the Secretary of the Commission on or before February 6, 2015.
