		On February 23, 2015, Duquesne Light Company (Company) filed Supplement No. 111 to Electric – PA. P.U.C. No. 24 and Supplement No. 14 to Electric – PA. P.U.C. No. 3S to become effective on February 23, 2015.  The supplements were filed in compliance with the Commission’s Order entered February 6, 2015 at Docket No. P-2014-2448863, and clarifies procedures regarding switching customers to default service in the interim period while the Company is implementing its manual approach for off-cycle switching capability.
