BY THE COMMISSION:

At a location in Guilford Township, Franklin County, Lighthouse Road (T 425) is crossed, at grade, by one track of Norfolk Southern Railway Company.  The crossing is currently equipped with crossbucks and stop signs. The Commission is concerned whether the existing conditions at the crossing are adequate to effectuate the prevention of accidents and the promotion of safety of the public.  We will institute an investigation to review all alternatives for enhancing the safety of the crossing.  We therefore will institute an investigation into the safety of this crossing, its future disposition, what work shall be performed at the crossing, and allocation of the costs of any work ordered; THEREFORE,
IT IS ORDERED:

1. That an investigation be and is hereby instituted for the purpose of determining all matters relating to the safety of the crossing where Lighthouse Road (T 425) crosses, at grade, one track of Norfolk Southern Railway Company in Guilford Township, Franklin County, as well as the future disposition of the crossing, what work shall be performed at the crossing, and allocation of the cost of any work ordered.

That Guilford Township, Franklin County, Pennsylvania Department of Transportation, Norfolk Southern Railway Company, Century Link, Comcast and First Energy, be and are hereby, made parties hereto.
