L INTRODUCTION

1. On January 29, 2016, pursuant to the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission’s
(“Commission”) Regulations at 52 Pa. Code § 54.181, et seq., PPL Electric Utilities Corporation
(“PPL”) filed a Petition for Approval of its Default Service Program and Procurement Plan

(“Plan”) for the period June 1, 2017 to May 31, 2021.

II. REVIEW OF THE PLAN

2. At this time, NextEra is reviewing the Plan and still formulating its position on
the issues, including any position on settlement. NextEra is also considering the extent to which
it will participate in the proceedings, and, thus, does not have a specific position on scheduling
and discovery.
