PREHEARING ORDER


On March 17, 2016, PECO Energy Company, Inc. (“PECO”, “Company” or “Petitioner”) filed a petition with the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission (“Commission”)  requesting that the Commission to approve its fourth Default Service Program (“DSP IV”).  PECO noted that this petition was filed in accordance with its responsibilities as the default service provider for its certificated service territory for the period from June 1, 2017 through May 31, 2019, following the expiration of its current default service program (“DSP III”).  Concurrently, PECO submitted the testimony of five witnesses (PECO Statements 1-5).


On March 28, 2016, Phillip C. Kirschner, Prosecutor, filed a Notice of Appearance on behalf of the Commission’s Bureau of Investigation and Enforcement (I&E).



The Office of Small Business Advocate (“OSBA”), through its counsel, filed a Notice of Intervention, Public Statement and Notice of Appearance on April 4, 2016.  In addition, OSBA filed an Answer on April 4, 2016.


The Philadelphia Area Industrial Energy Users Group (“PAIEUG”), through its counsel, filed a Petition to Intervene and Answer on April 8, 2016. 



The notice of the petition filing was published in the Pa Bulletin on April 9, 2016.  Formal protests, petitions to intervene and answers must be filed on or before April 19, 2016.


A telephonic prehearing conference will be held on Friday, April 22, 2016, at 2 p.m.  The parties in Philadelphia will come to an available hearing room on the 4th floor at 801 Market Street.  The entrance is on 8th Street.  When you get to the 4th floor, go to the desk, call (215) 560-2105 and wait to be escorted to the hearing room.)  The parties in Harrisburg will meet in Hearing Room 2 on the Plaza Level of the Commonwealth Keystone Building.  



The Commission's regulation concerning prehearing conferences in a nonrate proceeding is located at 52 Pa. Code §5.222.  We will discuss the following:
