PREHEARING ORDER

On July 25, 2016, Fair View Energy, Inc. (Fair View) filed with the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission (Commission) an Application for Approval to Offer, Render, Furnish or Supply Electricity or Electric Generation Services as a Broker/Marketer to the Public in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, Docket Number A-2016-2558553.  Notice of the application was published in seven applicable newspapers in Pennsylvania.  
In response to the publication, a protest was filed by Frontline Power Solutions (Frontline).  On August 5, 2016, Fair View filed an answer to Frontline’s protest.  On August 26, 2016, Fair View submitted a letter requesting expedited treatment of this matter.
On September 6, 2016, a hearing notice was issued scheduling an initial hearing for this matter for Monday, September 26, 2016 at 10:00 a.m. in hearing room 3 of the Commonwealth Keystone building in Harrisburg and assigning me as the Presiding Officer.  

In anticipation of that hearing, and pursuant to Section 333 of the Public Utility Code, this prehearing order is being issued.
ORDER
THEREFORE,

IT IS ORDERED:

1.
That an initial hearing shall be held at 10:00 a.m. on Monday, September 26, 2016, in hearing room 3, Commonwealth Keystone Building, 400 North Street, Harrisburg, Pennsylvania.  If a party fails to participate in the hearing, the hearing may proceed without that party and a decision may be entered against that party.
2.
That, pursuant to 52 Pa.Code § 1.55, each party shall be limited to one entry on the service list.  Parties shall provide the name, address, telephone number and e-mail address of the person they wish to have listed on the service list.

3.
That, all parties must serve me, and all other parties, directly with any document you file in this proceeding electronically at jcheskis@pa.gov and by hard copy.  My address is:

That on or before Monday, September 19, 2016, parties shall file and serve a prehearing memoranda which shall include:

(a) The information described in Paragraph 2, above.
(b) Names, business addresses, and telephone numbers of witnesses the party expects to call and the subject matter of each witness’ testimony.
(c) A list of the issues and sub-issues of this proceeding which the party intends to address and a statement of the party’s position on each of the issues and sub-issues listed.
(d) A brief statement describing the evidence the party proposes to present at hearing, relating the evidence to each of the issues and sub-issues the party intends to address.
5. That the hearing is a formal proceeding and will be conducted in accordance with the Commission’s Rules of Practice and Procedure. 
6. That, pursuant to 52 Pa. Code §§1.21 & 1.22, you may represent yourself if you are an individual, or you may have an attorney licensed to practice law in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, or admitted Pro Hac Vice, represent you.  However, if you are a partnership, corporation, trust, association, or governmental agency or subdivision, an attorney licensed to practice law in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, or admitted Pro Hac Vice, must represent you in this proceeding.  Unless you are an attorney, you may not represent someone else.  Attorneys shall enter their appearance in accordance with the provisions of 52 Pa. Code §1.24(b).
7. That, pursuant to 52 Pa. Code § 1.24, parties must promptly report to the Commission and the other parties a change in address that occurs during the course of the proceeding.  
8. That, a request for a change of the scheduled hearing date must be submitted in writing no later than five (5) days prior to the hearing.  52 Pa. Code § 1.15(b).  The requesting party must contact the other party to determine whether there is agreement to the change prior to contacting the Presiding Officer.  Requests for changes of initial hearings must be sent to me with copies to all parties of record.  Changes are granted only where sufficient cause exists.

9. That the parties are encouraged to review the regulations relating to discovery, specifically at 52 Pa. Code § 5.331(b), which provides, inter alia, that participants try to initiate discovery as early in the proceeding as possible, and 52 Pa. Code § 5.322, which encourages parties to exchange information on an informal basis.  The parties are expected to pursue resolution of discovery issues among themselves.  Motions to compel should be filed only after such efforts have failed.
10. That Commission policy is to encourage settlements.  52 Pa. Code § 5.231(a).  If you are unable to settle this case, you may still resolve as many questions or issues as possible during your informal discussion.
11. That, if you, or anyone you plan to call as a witness on your behalf, has a limited ability to speak or understand English or are deaf or hearing-impaired, a qualified interpreter can be provided upon your request.  If you need an interpreter, please contact the scheduling office for the Office of Administrative Law Judge at (717) 787-1399 at least ten (10) days before the hearing to make your request.
