PREHEARING ORDER #4
By Motion dated May 4, 2017, counsel for the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission’s Bureau of Investigation and Enforcement (I&E) requested a telephonic conference to discuss a proposed change to the procedural schedule and the status of discovery requests.  Counsel asserted that the Motion was unopposed.  Counsel also asserted that the Petitioner, PECO Energy Company (PECO) had not answered several discovery requests due to unforeseen issues and that the delay in responses would in turn cause counsel to strain to meet the deadline of direct testimony due later this month.  Counsel proposed to convene a prehearing conference to discuss these matters thoroughly.
