TO ALL PARTIES OF RECORD:


On May 24, 2018, Sunoco Pipeline L.P. (SPLP) filed a Letter Petition (Petition) seeking a waiver of Section 5.305(c) of our Regulations, 52 Pa. Code § 5.305(c) and requesting that we extend the fifteen-page limit for briefs by twenty-five pages, to forty pages, for briefs on the certified material questions in Presiding Administrative Law (ALJ) Judge Elizabeth Barnes’ Interim Emergency Order and Certification of Material Question (Interim Emergency Order) that was filed on May 24, 2018.  Briefs are due on May 31, 2018.


In its Petition, SPLP avers, inter alia, that the record contains fifty exhibits and over 700 pages of transcripts and that the requested forty pages for briefs is not unreasonable considering that the ALJ’s Interim Emergency Order was twenty-five pages long and the Petitioner, State Senator Andrew E. Dinniman’s brief was forty pages long.



We find that for good cause shown, it is prudent to grant SPLP’s Petition in part.  Therefore, we hereby waive the fifteen page limit and extend the page limit for the filing of briefs on the certified material questions from fifteen pages to twenty-five pages.
