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ORDER
BY THE COMMISSION:

Windstream Pennsylvania Inc. f/k/a ALLTEL Pennsylvania LLC (“Windstream PA” or “the Company”) filed a letter petition on April 2, 2008 for an extension of 30 days, to May 30, 2008, to file its 2008 PSI/SPI Report to the Commission.
  By this Order, we deny Windstream PA’s request for an extension. 


We have analyzed this request for extension of time and believe Windstream PA has had sufficient time to comply with the filing requirements and other obligations resulting from our June 12, 2006 Joint Stipulation Order.  The Commission notes that Windstream PA has frequently requested extensions of time to make past PSI/SPI filings.
 In 2006, Windstream PA requested that the due date for making its PSI/SPI filings be permanently changed to June 30 citing the reason that the Company was granted such extensions in the past. Windstream PA was granted only an extension for its 2006 PSI/SPI filing.
  By granting this extension, we did not intend for June 30 to be a permanent change of filing date.  Such recurring requests for waivers are not something that we condone.

Additionally, granting the Company’s request will have substantial adverse effects.  Under its amended network modernization plan, Windstream PA has chosen Option 2 pursuant to 66 Pa.C.S. § 3014(b), in which Windstream PA commits to 100% broadband deployment by December 31, 2015.  In choosing this option, the Company also commits to making contributions to the Department of Community and Economic Development’s (“DCED”) Broadband Outreach and Aggregation Fund (“BOAF”) whenever Windstream implements rate increases.  The grant of an extension will have an adverse impact on DCED’s budget for Fiscal Year 2008-2009 since assessments made on the basis of Windstream PA’s rate increases will not be available to DCED for its own purposes until FY 2009-2010. 

We also note that Windstream PA filed its letter petition on April 2, 2008 knowing that it had a filing deadline of April 30, 2008 and was required to provide advance notice of that filing by April 15, 2008.  In so doing, the Company provided the Commission insufficient time to analyze the merits of its request.  

Based upon our consideration of all of these factors, we shall deny this request for additional time.  We advise the Company to properly manage its resources so as to make its PSI/SPI filings in a timely fashion.  THEREFORE,


IT IS ORDERED:
1. That the April 2, 2008 Letter Petition of Windstream PA for a thirty (30) day extension to make its 2008 PSI/SPI filing be denied; and
2. That Windstream PA is required to make its 2008 PSI/SPI filing on April 30, 2008 while providing 15 days advance notice of the filing to the Commission and appropriate parties.

� As background, Windstream PA and various intervening parties entered into a Joint Stipulation in Joint Application of ALLTEL Pennsylvania, Inc. and ALLTEL Communications, Inc. for Approval Required under the Pennsylvania Public Utility Code in Connection with the Change in Control of ALLTEL Pennsylvania, Inc. and Certain Changes Relating to ALLTEL Communication, Inc. at Docket Nos. A�310325F0006 and A-312050F0006.  In an Order entered June 12, 2006 (“Joint Stipulation Order”), the Commission approved the Stipulation.  Under that Stipulation, Windstream PA is restricted from increasing R-1 or B-1 rates before June 1, 2009 or from increasing R-1 or B-1 rates using any banked revenue increases from its 2006, 2007 or 2008 PSI/SPI filings.  In accordance with its Alternative Regulation and Network Modernization Plan (“Chapter 30 Plan”) that this Commission approved at Docket No. P�00981423F1000, Windstream PA is required to file its 2008 PSI/SPI Report by April 30, 2008 while providing 15 days advance notice of this filing.





� Windstream PA has made previous requests for extensions of time to file its PSI/SPI reports as follows: (1) Letter petition of February 21, 2002 seeking an extension from January 22, 2002 until April 30, 2002; (2) Three letter petitions (dated May 5, 2004, June 4, 2004 and July 28, 2004 ) requesting three separate extensions from the April 30, 2004 deadline to June 1, 2004, July 1, 2004 and July 28, 2004 respectively; (3) Letter petition filed April 7, 2005 for a 60-day extension until June 29, 2005. All of these requests for extension were granted.
