Borough of Folcroft v. Amtrak (National Railroad Passenger Corporation) complainant states the Amtrak bridge located in Folcroft Borough on Folcroft Avenue between Folcroft Borough and Sharon Hill Borough is in dangerous condition. The vehicular traffic has been stopped for over 10 years and now pedestrian traffic must be stopped.  Holes and deterioration on the bridge have created an extremely dangerous and hazardous condition to adults and children in the Borough.  Immediate emergency action is requested before a child or adult is seriously injured or killed.  Debris is falling from the bridge onto the railroad tracks.  They want the PUC to take immediate action to prevent a bridge collapse or a child falling through the holes in the bridge.  They also want the PUC to order Amtrak to take action to prevent any injury or death.  Additional respondents are Penn DOT & Delaware County - Solicitor and Sharon Hill Borough - Solicitor
