TO ALL PARTIES:


By Order entered June 18, 2003, the Commission directed Reading, Blue Mountain & Northern Railroad (Railroad), within 180 days of the entry date of the Order, inter alia, to install yellow circular advance warning signs and a flange-way and asphalt paving on each side of a certain crossing in the Borough of Gilberton.  

On December 17, 2007, the Railroad filed a Petition for Extension of Time (Petition) with reference to the June 18, 2003 Order.  In its Petition, the Railroad requested that it be granted an extension of time until June 30, 2008, in order to complete the relevant work.

By Secretarial Letter dated July 18, 2008, the Commission notified the Parties that a final inspection at the relevant crossing had been conducted by a Commission staff engineer on July 11, 2008.  The Letter also stated that the inspection revealed that all work has been completed in accordance with the Commission’s Order and that all outstanding matters have been satisfied.  

Since the relevant work has been completed, the Railroad’s Petition for Extension of Time has been rendered moot.  Additionally, as there are now no outstanding issues in this matter, the record in this proceeding is marked “closed.”
