ORDER

BY THE COMMISSION:


 
Joseph P. Riley & Sons Moving Company, Inc., has filed Tariff Freight Pa. PUC No. 4 on June 11, 2008, and proposes a total increase in revenues of $59,636, of which $48,948 is derived from PUC operations.  The carrier’s current operating ratio is 110%, and the projected income and expenses would result in an operating ratio of 101.9%.  The proposed rate increase is to reduce the carrier's losses and its operating ratio to more sustainable levels.



The rates are not being raised sufficiently to reduce the operating ratio to 100% or lower and the carrier has stated that due to heavy competition in the area, and the growing tendency of shippers to perform their own moves, that the increase had to be kept to a minimum to remain competitive.  The carrier has affirmed its commitment to safe operations, stating that it complies with and in some cases exceeds all federal DOT and PA PUC safety requirements.  It also affirms that it has sufficient capital to ensure safe operations.



In order to generate this increase, carrier proposes to increase the hourly 3 men and vehicle normal complement charge by 11.1%.  Carrier currently charges $90.00 per hour and proposes an increase to $100.00 per hour.  The current hourly rates have been in effect since September 22, 2003.
