Each entity participating in this proceeding shall submit a prehearing memorandum on or before September 29, 2008, consistent with the requirements of 52 Pa. Code § 5.222(d).   Prehearing memos shall identify those issues which each entity plans to address.

Please review the regulation pertaining to prehearing conferences, 52 Pa. Code § 5.222.   Please be prepared to discuss possibilities for settlement, the amount of hearing time necessary, and electronic service among parties.  In addition, please note subsection (d), which provides, in part:

(d)
Parties and counsel will be expected to attend the conference fully prepared for a useful discussion of all problems involved in the proceeding, both procedural and substantive, and fully authorized to make commitments with respect thereto.  52 Pa. Code § 5.222.

If you are an individual, you may either represent yourself or have an attorney licensed to practice law in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania represent you.  However, if you are a partnership, corporation, trust, association, joint venture, other business organization, trust, trustee, legal representative, receiver, agency, governmental entity, municipality or other political subdivision, you must have an attorney licensed to practice law in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania represent you in this proceeding.  Unless you are an attorney, you may not represent someone else.  Attorneys shall comply with the Commission’s appearance requirements.  52 Pa. Code § 1.24(b).
