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STATEMENT OF

Before the Commission for consideration and disposition is an Application filed on February 1, 2005, by Pennsylvania American Water Company which seeks a Certificate of Public Convenience for the approval of the right to enter into a municipal contract to acquire all of the Clarion Area Authority’s assets, properties and rights, related to, or used in connection with its wastewater system and Certificates of Public Convenience pursuant to Section 1102(a)(1) of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. Section 1102(a)(1), evidencing Commission approval to offer, render, furnish and supply wastewater service to the public in Clarion Borough and in portions of the townships of Clarion and Monroe, Clarion Country; also, the right of PAWC to assume certain Authority contracts.
