This letter is in response to Commonwealth Telephone Company's ("CTCo" or "Company") March 3, 2000 filing of Supplement No. 64 to Local Tariff Telephone-Pa. P.U.C. No. 23 and Supplement No. 1 to Message Toll Services Tariff Telephone-Pa. P.U.C. No. 25.  This filing was made in compliance with the Petition for Alternative Regulation and Network Modernization Plan of CTCo at Docket No. P-00961024.  These supplements have been issued to rebalance rates for CTCo in a revenue neutral manner to become effective on June 16, 2000.

This filing proposes a reduction in rates of its Call Forward Busy and Call Forward Don't Answer services, into one monthly rate.  These features are currently priced at a monthly rate for each service.  The filing also proposes a reduction of its intraLATA toll rates applied to qualifying deaf and hard of hearing customers and those with language and speech disorders.

Our analysis of this filing indicates that no further investigation is warranted at this time.  Therefore, CTCo' Supplement No 64 to Tariff Telephone-Pa. P.U.C. No 23 and 

Supplement No 1 to Tariff Telephone-Pa. P.U.C. No 25 shall be permitted to become effective on June 16, 2000.
