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ORDER
BY THE COMMISSION:


On January 28, 2000, PPL Electric Utilities Corporation (“PPL Utilities”) filed two Supplemental Agreements to the Agreement between PPL Utilities and Bethlehem Steel Corporation (“BSC”) for the supply of electrical service (“Agreement”).  



The two executed Supplemental Agreements between PPL Utilities and BSC address changes in the rates for service to BSC under PPL’s Interruptible Service by Agreement (“ISA”) tariff rider.  One Agreement unbundles the rates applicable to BSC’s Customer Baseline Load (“CBL”) levels pursuant to the Commission’s Order entered on August 27, 1998, which approved the Joint Petition for Full Settlement of PP&L Inc.’s Restructuring Plan and Related Court Proceedings at Docket No. R-00973954.  The other agreement incorporates a real-time price rate design, which is comparable to the rate design set forth in Rate Schedules PR-1 and PR-2 of PPL’s Tariff Electric No. 201, for all of BSC’s incremental usage above its CBL.  



PPL Utilities has indicated that BSC is the only customer served under PPL’s ISA tariff rider and therefore, no comparison to other similarly situated customers is available.



The Supplemental Agreements simply modify certain pricing provisions of the Agreement.  Other terms of the Agreement, which has been in place for several years, remain unchanged.  The terms and conditions set forth in the Supplemental Agreements fully comply with the requirements of the ISA Rider in Tariff 201.  The unbundling of rates and incorporation of a real-time price rate design comply with all requirements of the Electricity Generation Customer Choice and Competition Act, 66 Pa.C.S. § 2801, et seq., including the provisions related to the unbundling of retail rates and the establishment of rate caps.  The changes in certain pricing provisions of the Agreement were agreed to by PPL and BSC.  These changes do not affect any other PPL customers.



Upon review, the proposed two Supplemental Agreements to the Agreement between PPL and Bethlehem Steel Corporation for the supply of electrical service do not appear to be unlawful, unjust, unreasonable, or contrary to the public interest.  However, this does not constitute a determination that these two Supplemental Agreements are lawful, just and reasonable; rather this is a determination that suspension or further investigation does not appear to be warranted at this time; THEREFORE,

IT IS ORDERED:



1.  That the two Supplemental Agreements pursuant to the Interruptible Service by Agreement Rider in PPL Utilities Retail Tariff Electric Pa. P.U.C. No. 201 between PPL Utilities and Bethlehem Steel Corporation filed on January 28, 2000, be, and hereby is, approved.
