On June 1, 2000, Commonwealth Telephone Company filed the above captioned tariff revisions for the purpose of implementing one-way Extended Area Service from the Pocono Lake exchange to the Mount Pocono, Stroudsburg and White Haven exchanges and removing Optional Toll Calling Plan Service for those routes, effective July 1, 2000.  These supplements also contain revised Optional Toll Calling Plans from the Pocono Lake exchange to the Moscow, Saylorsburg, and Wilkes-Barre exchanges and make increases to Directory Assistance per call charges, in compliance with the Secretarial Letter dated March 16, 2000, and Commission Order entered November 18, 1999, at Docket No. P-00991731.


Commission Staff has reviewed this filing and further investigation does not appear to be warranted at this time.  Therefore, the proposed tariff supplements are permitted to become effective on July 1, 2000, and the Secretary's Bureau will mark the case closed.


However, this approval does not constitute a determination that these tariff supplements are just, lawful, and reasonable; rather, this is a determination that suspension or further investigation does not appear to be warranted at this time.  Furthermore, our approval is without prejudice to any formal complaints timely filed against this filing.
