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ORDER
BY THE COMMISSION:


On July 26, 2000, PECO Energy Company (“Company”) filed Supplement No. 19 to Tariff Electric-Pa. P.U.C. No. 3 (“Supplement”) to become effective October 1, 2000.  This Supplement clarifies certain rules concerning the one-time waiver of demand minimum charges when a customer uses Provider of Last Resort (“PLR”) service in the summer and then shops with an EGS in the winter.  Also included in the filing are other housekeeping revisions.

The one-time demand waiver rules are being modified to reflect the

current Company practice of applying the waiver the first time a customer leaves PLR service, at a particular billing location, whenever that may occur, rather than restricting its application to a specific period.  This reflects a more liberal application of the one-time waiver rule since the present tariff language specifies that Phase I participants had until May 31, 1999 to use the waiver and Phase II participants had until May 31, 2000.   



The changes contained in this Supplement will have no effects on the Company’s revenue or expenses since the demand waiver tariff changes reflect current Company practice.



Our review of the proposed Supplement indicates that it does not appear to be unjust, unreasonable, unlawful or contrary to the public interest; THEREFORE,   


IT IS ORDERED:

1. That the proposed rates, rules and regulations contained in Supplement No. 19 to Tariff Electric-Pa. P.U.C. No. 3, be, and hereby are, permitted to become effective on October 1, 2000.

2. That this Order is without prejudice to any formal complaints timely filed against the proposed tariff changes.
