O R D E R

BY THE COMMISSION:

     This matter comes before the Commission upon an application filed August 5, 1999.  Public notice of the application was given in the Pennsylvania Bulletin of September 25, 2000.  A single protest filed by Norristown Transportation Company was withdrawn upon reconsideration June 30, 2000.


The now unopposed application is certified to the Commission for its decision without oral hearing.
DISCUSSION AND FINDINGS:
     The applicant is a Pennsylvania Corporation domiciled at 303 East Church Road, Kin of Prussia, Montgomery County.  The corporation intends to begin providing service using 6 vans and 8 sedans that will be acquired as part of the sale of the business.  Additional units will be placed into service as required.  Main Line will put a comprehensive safety program into effect. 


As evidence of its financial capacity to acquire the rights of the transferor and to start-up and maintain operations, the applicant provided a balance sheet dated September 1, 1999, reporting total assets of $285,000.00 with total liabilities of $200,000.00.


The total purchase price in this proceeding is  $250,000.00.  A down payment of $20,000.00 has been paid.  An additional $30,000.00 will be paid upon Commission approval of the transfer.  The balance will be paid in monthly installments over a term of 5 years at six- percent interest.  The unpaid balance is secured by a promissory note


After complete review of the record; 


We Find:


1.  
The applicant has the equipment, experience and 


fitness to provide the proposed service.

     2.  
Approval of the now unopposed application for transfer of authority is necessary for the continued 
accommodation and convenience of the public; THEREFORE,


IT IS ORDERED: That the application be and is hereby approved and that a certificate shall be issued granting the following right:


1.
To transport, as a common carrier, by 

motor vehicle, persons in paratransit 



service, for Morgan’s Run Corporation, 



from the Radnor Train Station and the 



Radnor P & W Train Station, in the 



township of Radnor, Delaware County, to 



the Radnor Corporate Center in said 



township, and vice versa; 



right 1 subject to the following conditions:  

That all service shall be provided in vehicles having a seating capacity of not less than eighteen 



(18) persons, excluding the driver; 



That 
transportation shall be for the account of 



one party for which the charge is based 



upon the transportation of a group and 



not upon the number of persons transported 

and for which payment is made by a group, organization or company and not by the 



passengers as individuals. 



2.
To transport, as a common carrier, by 



motor vehicle, persons in paratransit 

service, between points in the townships of Upper Merion, Lower Merion and the borough of Narberth, 



Montgomery County, and the townships of Radnor, 



Haverford, Marple and Newtown, Delaware County; 

right 2 subject to the following conditions:  



That service shall be provided in vehicles 



without the use of taxi meters or dome lights; 



That service is limited to the transportation 



in a vehicle not limited to individual use, 



for which reservations are made not later 



than the previous calendar day; 



That service may be performed in vehicles having a 



seating capacity of twenty-five (25) passengers 



or less, excluding the driver.


subject to the following general conditions: 


1.  
That the authority granted herein to the extent 


that it duplicates authority now held by or 



subsequently granted to the applicant shall not be 


construed as conferring more than one operating 


right.


2.  
That the approval hereby given is not to be 



understood as committing the Commission, in any 


proceeding that may be brought before it for any 


purpose, to fix a valuation on the property and/or 


rights to be acquired by applicant from the present 

certificate holder equal to the consideration to be 

paid therefor, or equal to any value that may be 


placed thereon by the applicant, or to approve or 


prescribe rates sufficient to yield a return 



thereon.


3.  
That the applicant record in its Utility Account 


1321 - Franchises, the actual cost of such rights 


recorded by the original holder thereof.  


4.  
That the utility accounts of the transferee shall 


reflect the same book values for all utility 



property acquired as shown in the records of the 


transferor at the effective date of the transfer, 


and previously recorded depreciation having been 


deleted therefrom. 


5.  
That the applicant charge to Account 1341 - Other 


Intangible Property, any amount of the 




consideration paid for the rights and going concern 

value attributable thereto in excess of the amounts 

recorded under condition no. 2 and 3 above. 


6.  
That the certificate holder shall not transfer, 


sell or in anyway convey any of its outstanding 


capital stock to any individual, partnership, 


corporation or any other entity, without the prior 


filing of an application and approval thereof by 


the Commission under Section (a)(3) of Title 66 PA 


C.S.


IT IS FURTHER ORDERED: That the applicant shall not engage in any transportation granted in this order until the following is submitted to the Commission:

          1.
A Form E, as evidence of bodily injury and property damage insurance.

          2.
A tariff establishing just and reasonable rates.


IT IS FURTHER ORDERED: That upon compliance with the requirements of this order, the authority granted to Bennett Taxi Service, Inc., under the certificate issued at 

A-00089018, F. 4, shall be canceled and the record shall be marked closed.


IT IS FURTHER ORDERED: That the authority granted herein, to the extent that it duplicates authority now held by or subsequently granted to the carrier, shall not be construed as conferring more than one operating right.


IT IS FURTHER ORDERED: That in the event the applicant has not, on or before sixty (60) days from the date of entry of the order, complied with the requirements herein before set forth, the application shall be dismissed without further proceedings.
