O R D E R

BY THE COMMISSION:

     This matter comes before the Commission upon an application filed March 27, 2000.  Public notice of the application was given in the Pennsylvania Bulletin of May 27, 2000. A protest was filed by Billtown Cab Co., Inc.


The protest was withdrawn predicated upon our acceptance of a restrictive amendment which limits service to persons, between points in the counties of Bradford, Sullivan and Tioga and the township of McNett, Lycoming County and from points in said area, to points in Pennsylvania and vice versa, limited to the transportation of persons who are disabled or require assistance for personal mobility.


The now unopposed application, as amended, is certified to the Commission for its decision without oral hearing. The record consists of verified statements entered by the applicant and six supporting parties. 

DISCUSSION AND FINDINGS


Western Alliance Emergency Services, Inc., (hereinafter Western Alliance), is a Pennsylvania Corporation domiciled at 13B Canton St, Troy, Bradford County.  The applicant will operate from two terminal facilities, one in Troy and one in Canton.  Applicant will provide the subject paratransit service using one 1994 Wheelchair Van.


Western Alliance submitted a balance sheet dated July 12, 2000, reporting total assets of $1,744,706.00 with liabilities of $743,106.49.


The supporting verified statements are from two individuals and four personal care/hospital facilities located in the requested service area, as amended.  The six statements express a desire to have the applicant’s proposed service available to meet the need of persons who are disabled or require assisted transportation.


After complete review of the record, We find:

1. The applicant has the equipment and fitness to 



provide the proposed service, as amended. 

2. The applicant has support representative of the 

proposed service, as amended.

3. Approval of the unopposed application, as amended, 

is necessary for the accommodation and convenience of the public; THEREFORE,



IT IS ORDERED:  That the application, as amended be and is hereby approved, granting the following right:



To transport, as a common carrier, persons in 




paratransit service, between points in the counties



of Bradford, Sullivan and Tioga, and the township



of McNett, Lycoming County, and from points in said 



area, to points in Pennsylvania, and vice versa.



Subject to the following condition:




That the service is limited to the




transportation of persons who are disabled




or require assistance for personal mobility.


IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:
That the applicant shall not 

Engage in any transportation granted in this order until the following is submitted to the Commission:

1. Form E, as evidence of bodily injury and

property damage insurance.

2. A tariff establishing just and reasonable 


rates.


IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:  That upon compliance with the requirements herein before set forth, a certificate shall be issued evidencing the Commission’s approval of the right to operate as above determined.


IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:  That the authority granted herein, to the extent that it duplicates authority now held by or subsequently granted to the carrier, shall not be construed as conferring more than one operating right.


IT IS FURTHER ORDERED:  That in the event the applicant has not, on or before sixty (60) days from the date of entry of the order, complied with the requirements herein before set forth, the application shall be dismissed without further proceedings.
