In accordance with the provisions of Section 332(h) of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §332(h), the decision of Administrative Law Judge Herbert S. Cohen dated June 1, 2001, has become final without further Commission action; THEREFORE,



IT IS ORDERED:



1.
That the formal complaint filed by Lori L. Haluska against PPL Electric Utilities Corporation at Docket No. Z-00886892 is hereby dismissed with prejudice for Complainant’s failure to appear and prosecute the complaint. 



2.
That the Commission’s Secretary shall mark the case at Docket No. Z-00886892 closed.  



3.
That, within fifteen (15) days of the date of entry of a Commission Opinion and Order in this proceeding, PPL Electric Utilities Corporation shall issue a bill to Lori L. Haluska which represents any arrearage resulting from non-compliance with the BCS Decision issued on or about 1/24/01 at BCS Case Number: 0886892. That the aforesaid bill issued by PPL Electric Utilities Corporation shall be due and payable by Lori L. Haluska within thirty (30) days of issuance. 



4.
That, except for valid safety or emergency reasons, Utility is hereby enjoined from suspending or terminating Complainant’s service as long as Complainant keeps the payment schedule stated in this Order.  



5.
That, as long as Complainant keeps the payment schedule stated in this Order, Utility shall not assess late payment or finance charges against Complainant.  



6.
That, if Complainant fails to keep the payment schedule stated in this Order, Utility is hereby authorized to suspend or terminate Complainant’s Utility service in accordance with the Commission’s regulations in Chapter 56 of Title 52 of the Pennsylvania Code.
