In accordance with the provisions of Section 332(h) of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §332(h), the decision of Administrative Law Judge Herbert Smolen dated June 19, 2001, has become final without further Commission action; THEREFORE,



IT IS ORDERED:



1.
That the Complaint of Doris Medvetz against PECO Energy Company in this matter is hereby dismissed.



2.
That within fifteen (15) days after the entry of the Commission Order in this case, PECO Energy Company shall render a bill to Doris Medvetz in the net total amount due in order to become current with the payment order contained in the January 11, 2001 decision of the Bureau of Consumer Services, at BCS Case No. 0882098.



3.
That within thirty (30) days after the date of the entry of the Commission's Order in this case, Doris Medvetz shall pay to PECO Energy Company a sum or sums of money equal to the amount of the bill tendered to him in accordance with Paragraph 2 above, in order to become current with the decision of the Bureau of Consumer Services.

4.
That in addition to the payment required under Paragraph 3 above, Complainant shall pay a monthly budget of $268.00 as and when the bill falls due, plus the additional amount of $90.00 per month on the arrearages on her electric bill, aggregating a total of $358.00 per month, as ordered by the Bureau of Consumer Services.

That this matter be marked closed.
