In accordance with the provisions of Section 332(h) of the Public Utility Code, 66 Pa. C.S. §332(h), the decision of Administrative Law Judge Allison K. Turner dated June 25, 2001, has become final without further Commission action; THEREFORE,



IT IS ORDERED:



1.
The complaint of Monique Taylor v. PECO Energy Company docketed at C-00014820 shall be sustained in part and dismissed in part, and the file shall be marked closed.



2.
Within 15 days of the date on which the Commission's Order in this case is entered, utility shall tender a bill to Monique Taylor in the net total amount due to bring her into current compliance with the payment arrangement contained in the January 9, 2001determination of the Bureau of Consumer Services at BCS Case No. 0851747, as modified by the Commission.  



3.
By sixty (60) days after the date of this Order, Taylor shall pay to PECO a lump sum amount of $398.00.



4.
Beginning with the first bill that comes due sixty (60) days after the date if this Order, Taylor shall pay PECO the special monthly budget amount of her budget bills, at the time of the time of the hearing set at $137.00, plus $40.00, or a total of $177.00, based on the order at BCS 0851747 as modified by this Order, and shall continue making these payments until the arrearage is paid off, when Taylor may resume making regular budget bill payments.



5.
If Taylor does not pay as ordered here, PECO may terminate service to Taylor as authorized by Title 52 of the Pennsylvania Code, Chapter 56.  The filing of a new formal or informal complaint shall not stay termination carried out according to the Commission's regulations.



6.
As long as Taylor pays according to this Order, PECO shall not assess any late charges on the account, and shall not terminate service to Taylor except for valid safety and/or health reasons.
