MOTION OF COMMISSIONER AARON WILSON, JR.


This case involves a substantial make-up bill for previously unbilled electric service to a church in PECO Energy's territory.  I agree with the ALJ that the bill is reasonable and appropriate and must be paid.  However, I note that Section 56.14 of our regulations provides for a payment period at least equal to the period during which the amount accrued.  In this case, that would be approximately twenty-five months.  I realize that Chapter 56 applies to residential utility service, but I believe the circumstances here warrant extending that provision to the Complainant in this case; THEREFORE, I MOVE

That the Initial Decision of the Administrative Law Judge in this proceeding be modified to direct that a twenty-five month payment period be used to retire the Complainant's arrearage.
