History of the Proceeding 



On or about September 5, 2000, Brian D. Herr, t/a Brian D. Herr Trucking, filed Objections to Fiscal Year July 1, 2000 to June 30, 2001 General Assessment. Mr. Herr indicated to the Commission by letter dated August 28, 2000, that “…a copy of Assessment report that was submitted on March 30, 2000, showing zero dollars on Line 5- Gross Intrastate revenue after Line4- Deductions according to exemptions listed on back of form. Please adjust your records according to Assessment report form MT-99 that was submitted…”   



Thereafter, by letter dated October 11, 2000, Matthew Totino, Esquire, of the Prosecutory Staff for the Fiscal Office of the Pennsylvania Public Utility Commission, advised Mr. Herr that the Fiscal Office was willing to consider a revision of his 2000-2001 assessment, but required additional proof of the actual assessable revenue figure for Brian D. Herr Trucking. Among the documents requested were a certified copy of the company’s 1999 Corporate Net Income Tax Report as filed and accepted by the Pennsylvania Department of Revenue and a signed affidavit from a company representative averring as to the accuracy of the revenue figures provided. 

DISCUSSION 



The requested documentation was provided the Commission so that on or about February 27, 2001, the Fiscal Office through its Prosecutory Staff filed a Certificate of Satisfaction stating, inter alia, that “ an error in this filing has been verified by the Fiscal Office, and this matter has now been resolved.” Accordingly, Fiscal Office requested the matter to be closed.
